RULES

We are a fun tournament but it’s essential to have some
rules:

Basic rules

e we apply the basic football rules of FIFA

e the playtime is 2x20 minutes

e the goals dimensions are 5mx2m

e the dimension of the pitch is approx. 35mx50m

e the number of alternates is unlimited

e inthe core group you get 3 point for winning, 1
point for draw, in case there’s a draw in play-off
—first 3 penalties, then 1 penalty at time

e the referee will not allow substitution if the aim
is to delay the game

e off-side is not applied

e it's banned to use metal studs on synthetic
surface

e all matches on both artificial and synthetic
surfaces are played with ball of size 5 with
standard rebound

e player who gets red card isn’t allowed to play
the consecutive match

e it’s banned to destroy the pitch (cigarette butts
etc.)

e every player plays at his/her own risk — the
organizer provides only the basic medical care
(have your insuarence card with you
everywhere)

e players play for one team only during whole
tournament — lending players is allowed only
with permission of referee and captain of the
opposite team prior the match

e we respect the basic rule: FAIR PLAY.

System — can be edited according a current situation

Friday

e 16 teams divided in 4 groups
e Teams are playing each other

Saturday

e Play-offs (1-16), the best team from the first
places vs the worst team from the fourth places
etc. 1-8 play 4 games, rest teams are playing 3
games.

Criteria for placement

e Ateam gets 3 points for a win, 1 point for a
draw, no point for loser.

e Summary of points

e Mutual match

e Score differences

e Higher number of scored goals

e Draw lots or decision of sport manager

e In case of equality of more than 2 teams a table
will be prepared and final results will be made
according to above-mentioned criteria.
